Northern Colorado NEEDS More ñBucketsò! 

 
What the heck am I talking about?  In May I went on the LBAR Water Tour. It was 
awesome!  By the end of the tour of the Colorado-Big Thompson Project, the 
 resounding theme was that Northern Colorado needs more ñbuckets!ò  By ñbucketsò 
I mean water storage.  With the projected boom of growth in the area, water becomes increasingly more 
important and valuable.  In what experts consider to be ñwetò years like weôve experienced for the last 
several, it is vital that we be able to take advantage of the excess water and store it.  Being able to store 
water is a critical element to weathering the next drought cycle and dealing with increase in population.  
Since 2009, more than 5.5 MILLION acre-feet of water will have left the state downstream to Nebraska 
over and above our legal requirements!  Thatôs a lot!  
The C-BT Project is an extremely innovative project that began with a group of visionaries in the 1930ôs.  
Without their hard work, Northern Colorado would be nothing like it is today.  The water that the project 
brings from the Western Slope is absolutely vital to our quality of life.  In 1937, these visionaries took the 
project to a public vote for a tax increase.  Amazingly, the public passed it by 94%!  Keep in mind that 
94% of voters said YES to a tax increase during the thralls of The Great Depression!  People felt the 
 project was THAT important. 
Currently, there are two important projects on the table to help increase our ability to store more water.  
The first is the Windy Gap Firming Project which includes construction of the 90,000-acre-foot Chimney 
Hollow Reservoir west of Carter Lake. Besides vital water storage, the reservoir will offer fishing and 
non-motorized boating, open space trails, wildlife habitat and $45 million worth of water in storage will 
be used for Colorado River enhancements.  With widespread support, the project has been approved by 
the U. S. Bureau of Reclamation, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Grand County, Colorado Parks and 
Wildlife and endorsed by Gov. Hickenlooper.  It also has support from several environmental groups such 
as Trout Unlimited.  Construction is expected to start in 2019 and finish in 2023. 
The second, more controversial project is The Northern Integrated Supply Project which includes  
construction of the 170,000-acre-foot Glade Reservoir northwest of Fort Collins. The 5-mile-long, 260-
foot-deep reservoir would be located north of Horsetooth. It would be filled with water diverted from the 
Poudre River.  (Notice I used the word ñdiverted.ò  This project will NOT dam the Poudre River as some 
members of certain groups would like you to believe.)  At 170,000 acre-feet, Glade Reservoir is slightly 
larger than Horsetooth. Construction of Glade Reservoir will require the relocation of seven miles of U.S. 
Highway 287 NW of Fort Collins and will provide a recreational amenity to Northern Colorado.  The 
Environmental Impact Study for Glade began back in 2004. 
While there is progress being made on Glade Reservoir, unfortunately there is a lot of misinformation 
surrounding the project.  There are ways to move forward with Glade Reservoir AND be good stewards 
of our environment and I believe thatôs what is happening.  On the Water Tour I learned so many actual 
facts about the Glade Project bringing enhancements to the Poudre River, wildlife habitat, recreation, etc.  
There will be no damming of the Poudre and water can only be drawn off of the river in wet years after 
more senior water rights have been satisfied.   
Glade and Chimney Hollow Reservoirs become critical ñbucketsò that we need to help keep more of OUR 

water rather than letting so much of it flow out of the state. I urge you to educate yourself about the  

proposed projects and the C-BT Project as a whole.  Visit http://www.northernwater.org/sf/home  Our 

clients deserve to have educated REALTORSÈ on their side, especially regarding something as important 

as water in Colorado.
